On June 21, 1978 the famous musical "Evita" was opened at the Prince Edward Theatre in London. The musical closed in that theatre 8 February 1986, after 2,900 performances. 1 

A major 1996 film of the musical was made, starring Madonna and Antonio Banderas. 
It is interesting to look at how the musical came into being. 2  

The more Rice investigated Eva Perón, going so far as to travel to Buenos Aires to research her life, the more fascinated he became by the woman; he even named his first daughter after her. The idea of writing a score including tangos, paso dobles, and similar Latin flavours intrigued Lloyd Webber, but at first he rejected the idea.  3 

 In Britain, Australia, South Africa, South America, and various parts of Europe, sales of the concept album exceeded those of Jesus Christ Superstar; in the United States, however, it never achieved the same level of success. Lloyd Webber and Rice reworked several elements of the musical before producing it for the stage. 4  
The musical includes different types of music; classical, Latino, ballads and rock music. It is based on a true story of a very interesting woman who rose from poverty to the status of the first lady of Argentina. 5
