Имена существительные обозначают живые существа, пред-
меты, явления, вещества.

Имена существительные в английском языке делятся 
на исчисляемые и неисчисляемые.

Исчисляемые имена существительные обозначают пред-
меты, которые можно посчитать (один, два… много) и 
которые употребляются как в единственном, так и во 
множественном числе: a реn — pens, a file — files.

Неисчисляемые имена существительные обозначают 
понятия, явления, которые нельзя посчитать. Они не 
имеют формы множественного числа и не употребляются 
с неопределённым артиклем.

Неисчисляемыми являются:
• названия сыпучих, текучих веществ, a также 

материалов — water, sugar, coffee, juice, tea, butter, 
chocolate, bread, cheese, meat, rice, food, ketchup:
The tea was hot. — Чай был горячий.

• названия природных явлений — weather, rain, snow, ice:
Тhe weather in autumn is rainy. — Погода осенью 
дождливая.

Множественное число имён существительных

Исчисляемые имена существительные в английском языке 
имеют форму единственного и множественного числа.

Форма множественного числа имён существительных 
образуется с помощью окончания -(e)s, которое прибавля-
ется к основе единственного числа: 

a pen (ручка) — pens (ручки) 
a cat (кот) — cats (коты) 
a tomato (помидор) — tomatoes (помидоры)
После звонких согласных и гласных буква s обозначает 

звук [z]: 
a pen — pens [penz].
После глухих согласных буква s обозначает звук [s]: 
a cat — cats [k�ts].
